REGGIE WARFORD:  a 1972 graduate of Drakesboro High School.  His Junior year, the Cardinals finished 33-3 and lost to Owensboro in the region championship game.  He was awarded a basketball scholarship to U.K. after scoring 1,940 points in high school.  At U.K. he was a role player…starting just once as a senior in 1976.

TONY HOPPER:  graduated from Central City in 1972; was all-district and all-region player; went to Belmont College in Nashville; coached gals at Central City for 3 years; was assistant to Mike West at Daviess County for 3 years
First head coaching job was at Central City where he led the guys' program for that school's last 8 years ('83-90) with a 178-82 record and the 3rd region championship in 1989.  When that became Muhlenberg North, he was the Stars’ coach for their first 5 years (1991-1995) with a 125-32 record; won the 3rd region in 1994 and was a state semi-finalist; in 1995 went 25-4 and resigned.
Was head coach at McLean County in 1998 and finished 3-22.

Head coach at Apollo 6 years (2005-2010) with a 116-68 record; won the 3rd region championship in 2006 and was state runner-up--losing championship game to Jeffersontown 48-61.

Kerry Stovall:  was a starting guard at Lyon County in 1980.  Coached the Lyon County gals in 1987; assistant coach at South Hopkins in 1988; head coach at Dawson Springs from 1989-91; head coach at West Hopkins in 1992 and 1993; head coach at Muhlenberg South from 1994 to 2001 (including coach of the KY vs. Indiana all-star team,) head coach at Christian County for 10 years and won the Colonels’ first state championship in 2011, his final season.  He resigned and went to Muhlenberg County High School where he taught, then was an assistant and finally became head coach of the Mustangs in 2016.
