COACHES
WENDELL BROWN:  native of Grayson Co.; head coach at Muhlenberg Central for 5 years; head coach at Barren Co. for 6 years; then Franklin-Simpson.  Later coached at Heritage Christian Academy in Hopkinsville in the early 2000’s.

TRIS KINGTON:  A basketball player at South Hopkins High (graduated in 1965) and Austin Peay; head coach for the first time at Calhoun High School its last year 1972 and the first coach at McLean County 1973 when the Cougars were  9-22.  Was an assistant coach at Christian County ('74-'77) before taking over at Union County in the 1978 season.  Resigned after the 1990 season with an overall record of 181-184 and a state Final Four finish in 1980.  Went to Franklin-Simpson for the next 7 years--was 4th region runner-up there his 1st year and region champ the 2nd--record with the Wildcats was 151-64.  OVERALL HEAD COACHING RECORD:  341-270
