The school did not have a gym that year.  It's hard to tell when Elkton might have changed its name....
The master list of schools in the KHSAA says “Todd County” joined the Association in 1946.

In the fall of 1957, Trenton H.S. was absorbed by Todd County.

In the fall of 1963, Clifty and Guthrie High Schools were absorbed and it became known as Todd County Central.

In the fall of 1964, Todd County Training was absorbed through integration consolidation.
