DOUG SMITH:  as was usual in the day, Smith coached both football and basketball…leaving in 1944 for Elizabethtown.
ERNIE SIMPSON:  graduated from Shelby County in 1964 and then Ky. Wesleyan; assistant coach one year at Henry County; head coach one year (1970; record 6-18) at Lincoln School (near Simpsonville;) was 166-37 in 7 years at Union County; ass’t at University of Evansville one year (the year of the plane crash) & ass’t at Ky. Wesleyan one year; record of 75-49 in four years at Ashland (‘80-83); A.D. at Ashland in ’84; record of 17-11 as coach at Lyon County in ’85; spent his final 16 years coach at Bowling Green (1986-2001) where he had a record of 301-146.

AARON BETH:  star guard at Marshall County who played at Vanderbilt (his father is longtime Marshall County gals coach Howard Beth)

D.G. SHERRILL:  played at Caldwell County; assistant coach to Terry Hayes at Hopkinsville; head coach at Allen County-Scottsville for three years 2003-2005; then B.G.
