

WARREN CENTRAL  “Dragons”
(In the fall of 1990, Warren Central was split in half…spawning Greenwood H.S.)

The name became Warren Central and the school moved to its current location in the fall of 1968 when Alvaton was absorbed.

The school changed its name to Warren County in the fall of 1950.

Hadley joined South Warren in the fall of 1944.

South Warren "Dragons" was formed in the fall of 1942 by the consolidation of Rich Pond and Rockfield.  Both of their school buildings had been damaged by fire the preceding year.
Woodburn's last year was 1941 with students then attending Rockfield.

native of Marion in Crittenden County where he played; went to Northeast Alabama Jr. College for one year; then played J.V. ball at Western Kentucky.  He coached first at Berea, then Lyon County ’79-‘80; Warren Central ’81-85; started the program at Graves County & was there ‘86 & 87; Henderson County ’88-‘95; Greenwood ’96-‘97; Shelby County ’98-‘99; Daviess County ’00-‘04; Lexington Catholic ’05; out in ‘06; Louisville Manual ’07; out in ’08; Warren East in ’09; out in ’10; Collins in ’11 ; became Director of Operations for WKU Lady Hilltoppers basketball in ’12; was named an assistant coach for WKU Lady Hilltoppers basketball but resigned 11-09-12 to become coordinator for Kentucky Basketball Coaches' Hall of Fame.
