In 1973, Warren East finished regular season at 14-11 and beat Franklin-
Simpson and Bowling Green to apparently win the district.  However, they had 
played too many regular season games and were not allowed to participate in the 
region.  F-S and B.G. were declared region tourney entrants.
Much of this page…and the following…are from 4th region historian David Edmundson:
The above note for 1973 is accurate.  They beat Franklin-Simpson in their first district game after initially it looked like Franklin would receive a bye to the finals.  They had obtained an injunction to be allowed to play.  They went on to beat Bowling Green for the title but the KHSAA ultimately blocked them from playing in the 4th Region tourney.  They were going to strip them of the district title, but Bowling Green refused to take possession of it.  Warren East is officially recognized as the 14th District champ for that year and Bowling Green the runner-up.  I've seen the trophy in their case.  In true 14th District/4th Region fashion, Bowling Green and Franklin-Simpson met in the finals with Bowling Green winning their first region title since 1947.  So in other words, Franklin-Simpson, a team that by all rights should have been out Day 1, nearly won the region, and Bowling Green ended their longest region title drought in school history (which still stands) because East wasn't in the way.  Warren East won the region and district in '72, '74, and '75.  Their supporters have often left little doubt that they would have won it in '73 to make it four in a row.
Apparently Buddy Cates, after the start of practice, stepped down in late October/early November 1971 to manage a local store.  Dallas Embry then took over in a pinch.
CURTIS TURLEY:
native of Marion in Crittenden County where he played; went to Northeast Alabama Jr. College for one year; then played J.V. ball at Western Kentucky.  He coached first at Berea, then Lyon County ’79-‘80; Warren Central ’81-85; started the program at Graves County & was there ‘86 & 87; Henderson County ’88-‘95; Greenwood ’96-‘97; Shelby County ’98-‘99; Daviess County ’00-‘04; Lexington Catholic ’05; out in ‘06; Louisville Manual ’07; out in ’08; Warren East in ’09; out in ’10; Collins in ’11 ; became Director of Operations for WKU Lady Hilltoppers basketball in ’12; was named an assistant coach for WKU Lady Hilltoppers basketball but resigned 11-09-12 to become coordinator for Kentucky Basketball Coaches' Hall of Fame.
