OTIS DINNING:    AP story 6-19-99    Otis Obrey Dinning Sr., who coached the Paducah Tilghman High School basketball team to a 541-193 record from 1938-63 (26 seasons,) died Wednesday at Regency Health Center in Yorktown, VA.  He was 96.

His career record was 738-262.

Dinning started his career at Reidland.  His first Tilghman team finished 27-3, and from then on he never had a losing season.  Under Dinning, Tilghman won 22 district titles and went to the State Tournament six times.

BERNY MILLER:  played at Hart Memorial H.S., junior college at Campbellsville and finished at Lincoln Memorial (TN); assistant coach at Bowling Green; coached 4 years at Ballard Memorial (63-66); spent two years with the state education department as head o driver education; then spent 20 years at Paducah; overall record 557-174.

STEVE DREHER:  (pronounced “DREER”); Graduated from Lone Oak H.S. in 1972, then Rhodes College in Memphis.  Head coach at Symsonia in Graves County 4 years; at Carlisle County for 4 years, then Paducah.  When he left Tilghman, his overall record was 259-150.
BILL CHUMBLER:  graduated from Lowes High School (Graves County) in 1963; played at Mississippi State for 2 years and for Cal Luther at Murray State for 2 years.  Head coach 4 years at old Century H.S. and then 21 years at Cairo...both in Illinois.  Spent eight seasons at Paducah, then took over at Trigg County.  Won his 500th game as a high school head coach in the 1995 season at Tilghman. 

April 23, 2006:  Lexington Herold-Leader• After 36 years as a head coach, Bill Chumbler is retiring from high school hoops. "I'm 60 years old and just thought it was time," he said. Chumbler got his first taste of basketball when he was 6 and a ball boy for his dad, who coached at Farmington High and whose players included future UK star Adrian Smith. Chumbler was an All-State player at Lowes High and went on to play at Mississippi State and Murray State. He coached high school basketball at Century, Ill., Cairo, Ill., Paducah Tilghman and Trigg County. He led Tilghman to a state runner-up finish in 2002 and to the state semifinals in 1999. His overall record was 780-290.

     The high school received its name from Augusta Tilghman, the wife of General Lloyd Tilghman, an officer in the Confederate Army. In 1919 as a memorial to their parents, the sons of General Tilghman erected a statue of their father in Paducah, and gave the city $20,000 to buy a site for a high school in memory of their mother. That site was located on Murrell Boulevard between Clark and Adams Streets. As a result Augusta Tilghman High School was opened September 19, 1921, replacing the former Paducah High School.

     Paducah Tilghman High School is now located at 2400 Washington Street. The current school was built at a cost of $3.5 million dollars and opened in 1965. It is located on a 23 acre site. The auditorium seats 1,700. The campus also occupies The Paducah Area Vocational Technical School.

     The Blue Tornado boys basketball team has met with a high level of success, despite not ever winning the Kentucky High School State Basketball Tournament. Tilghman was the state runner-up in 1953 and 2002 and was beaten in the state semifinals in 1999. PTHS is a member of the First Region and the Second District. The school plays it's home games in Otis Dinning Gymnasium, which has a seating capacity of 3,200.
