CURTIS TURLEY:
native of Marion in Crittenden County where he played; went to Northeast Alabama Jr. College for one year; then played J.V. ball at Western Kentucky.  He coached first at Berea, then Lyon County ’79-‘80; Warren Central ’81-85; started the program at Graves County & was there ‘86 & 87; Henderson County ’88-‘95; Greenwood ’96-‘97; Shelby County ’98-‘99; Daviess County ’00-‘04; Lexington Catholic ’05; out in ‘06; Louisville Manual ’07; out in ’08; Warren East in ’09; out in ’10; Collins in ’11 ; became Director of Operations for WKU Lady Hilltoppers basketball in ’12; was named an assistant coach for WKU Lady Hilltoppers basketball but resigned 11-09-12 to become coordinator for Kentucky Basketball Coaches' Hall of Fame.
DON BUTLER:  after one year as Graves head coach, became assistant to Steve Dreher at Paducah Tilghman for the 1989 and 1990 seasons.  His son was a 6’5 junior star in 1990 for Graves County.

BOB HOGGARD:  was an assistant coach at Ft. Knox; first head coaching job at Powell Co.--3 (4?) years--74-29 record; Christian County for 5 (’71-75); Bowling Green for 7 (‘76-82); Oldham Co. for 6 (‘83-88); Graves Co. for 4 (‘89-92).  In 1990, he told me he was planning to retire soon from KY coaching, draw his retirement, and move to TN to coach there.  He won his 500th game 1-27-90 vs. Obion Co. TN.  After 1991, he had won 530.

ALLAN HATCHER:  came from Williamson H.S., West Virginia (103-36 in 6 years) together with assistant coach Jeff Jackson--they spent six seasons (1984-89) at Marshall County.  Hatcher then became an assistant coach at Western Kentucky for one year, and assistant coach at Morehead State for (I believe) one year.  (That would leave 2 years unaccounted for--1991 & 1992.)  Head coach at Perry County Central in 2008-2012.  Then went to Logan, West Virginia.
A coach for the past 28 years, his tenure at Graves County spanned 15 years. He led his Graves boys’ teams to 12 district titles, six regional championships, and a final four appearance in the state tournament. His boys’ record at the school is 323-104.

In 1995 & ‘96 the coach performed double duty, leading both the Eagles and Lady Eagles. His girls’ teams were 46-14, won a regional championship, and reached the state tournament’s final four.

In six years at Marshall County Hatcher’s boys’ teams fashioned a record of 152-36, won four regional championships, and reached the state tournament’s final four. 

In his native West Virginia, Hatcher capped off a 119-48 record over seven years when his Williamson High School team won the 1983 AA state championship. (16-12 in his first year at a W.V. school other than Williamson High.)

Additionally, Hatcher coached boys’ high school basketball in Portsmouth, Ohio, for a year. He was an assistant coach at Western Kentucky University and at Morehead State University. He also coached the Kentucky All-Stars, a team that traveled to Europe in the summer of 1988.

At the end of the 2007 season, his 20 years of coaching Kentucky boys’ basketball had resulted in 501 victories…and ten regional championships / Sweet 16 appearances.

Left Graves County to take over at Perry County Central for the 2008 season.

TERRY BIRDSONG:  a star at Marshall County (class of 1987); played 2 years at Western and 2 years at Murray;

assistant coach 1 year at Graves County and 2 years at University Heights.  First head coaching job at Webster County ’97 and ’98; at Caldwell County for 1999; at Calloway County 2000-2007; Graves County 2008-2014; back to Calloway County in 2015.

At Symsonia:  the 1960 state tournament team had a star forward named Don Butler.  Butler was later the coach of the Roughriders in 1971 when they compiled a 26-3 record and gained a berth in the regional semi-finals.  (Same Don Butler who coached Graves in 1987-88?)
