EARL ADKINS  a native of Ashland; played basketball at Kentucky where he graduated in 1958; coached at South Hopkins four years (1959-62) before coming to Union County.
ERNIE SIMPSON:  graduated from Shelby County in 1964 and then Ky. Wesleyan; assistant coach one year at Henry County; head coach one year (1970; record 6-18) at Lincoln School (near Simpsonville;) was 166-37 in 7 years at Union County; ass’t at University of Evansville one year (the year of the plane crash) & ass’t at Ky. Wesleyan one year; record of 75-49 in four years at Ashland (‘80-83); A.D. at Ashland in ’84; record of 17-11 as coach at Lyon County in ’85; spent his final 16 years coach at Bowling Green (1986-2001) where he had a record of 301-146.

OVERALL RECORD:  565-261.

TRIS KINGTON:  A basketball player at South Hopkins High (graduated in 1965) and Austin Peay; head coach for the first time at Calhoun High School its last year 1972 and the first coach at McLean County 1973 when the Cougars were  9-22.  Was an assistant coach at Christian County ('74-'77) before taking over at Union County in the 1978 season.  Resigned after the 1990 season with an overall record of 181-184 and a state Final Four finish in 1980.  Went to Franklin-Simpson for the next 7 years--was 4th region runner-up there his 1st year and region champ the 2nd--record with the Wildcats was 151-64.  OVERALL HEAD COACHING RECORD:  341-270
DR. DOUG HINES:  a native of Somerset, got his doctorate at Indiana University; won over 700 games at all levels...including high school, junior college and four-year college; was an assistant at U.K. whose place was taken by Joe B. Hall on Adolph Rupp’s staff; coached at Lindsey-Wilson, Bethel, TN and Mississippi College; took Somerset to the state tourney twice; coached at Maysville in 1989 and 1990.  Was planning to coach at Union County again in 2002-2003, but passed away before school started that year.

BILL PRICE:  longtime Union County assistant who played at Providence Rosenwald and, for his senior year, at Providence High.  The 2006-2007 season was his 30th (and final) at Union County overall.
