EDDIE FORD: a player at South Hopkins High School and at Murray State (some); had been head coach at Cuba; got out of high school coaching after Webster County--told me there wasn’t any money in it; had a sporting goods store in Madisonville for several years; has many interests now... including politics and AAU ball; his son Travis led Madisonville to the state tournament three consecutive years in the late 80’s and was a starting guard at Kentucky in ’93 and ’94.  The son became a coach too...at Campbellsville, Eastern Kentucky, University of Massachusetts. and Oklahoma State.
HARLAN PEDEN:  coached at Christian County 1966-70 with a 5-year record of 84-48 and the region championship in 1968.
JOHN D. WILSON:  continued his high school coaching career in Eastern Kentucky...the last 25 at Red Bird High School in Region 13...ending in 2013.
TOM CUMMINGS:  had been head coach at Henderson County for four years ('75-78--record 63-44); got to coach his son John Paul at Webster where Tom had become athletics director
STEVE GILLIAM:  (pronounced “GILL um”) from Russellville and Murray State;  ass’t coach 3 years Hancock Co.

TERRY BIRDSONG:  a star at Marshall County (class of 1987); played 2 years at Western and 2 years at Murray;
assistant coach 1 year at Graves County and 2 years at University Heights before taking over at Webster.  Left to become head coach at Caldwell County for one year, to Calloway County through 2007; then to Graves County.

KELLY CARWILE:  had been a long time assistant at W.C.; left to become head coach at Lyon County; from 2010-2014 head coach at Pike County Central; 
MATT BELL:  had been an assistant at Hopkins County Central since the school opened in 1997.  Left to go back to H.C.C., this time as head coach.
BEV HART:  veteran coach who was head man at Bardstown Bethlehem from 1981-1994.
