MATT BESHEAR:  played at Madisonville-North; graduated from U.K. in 2004; freshman coach 2 years; JV coach 4 years; associate head coach 2 years; then head coaching job--all at Madisonville.  Second generation coach--his father, a graduate of West Hopkins, coached the Rebels from 1979-1991.
MARTY CLINE:  senior on the University Heights state championship team in 1992; played at Morehead State; assistant coach to Don Parson (1997) then James Davis (1998-2003) at Madisonville; head coach at University Heights ‘04 & 05; gals coach at Madisonville ’06-’08.

JAMES DAVIS:  1969 graduate of Madisonville-North Hopkins; went to Lees Junior College in Jackson, Kentucky (the basketball team was disbanded 2 games into the season after a racially-motivated shooting incident,) to Martin Jr. College in Pulaski, Tennessee and graduated from Bethel College in McKenzie, Tennessee.  Long time assistant to Don Parson, Madisonville’s Hall-of-Fame coach; took over the reigns in the fall of 1997.  In 41 years, “Moose” was either a player, assistant coach or head coach at Madisonville for all but half-a-dozen seasons.
DON PARSON:  graduated from Lily H.S. (“Bulldogs”) in Laurel County; was a starting guard for Ed Diddle in his junior & senior seasons at Western Kentucky University in 1960; coached for 7 years at Calhoun High School in McLean County and for 30 years at Madisonville-North Hopkins.  His overall record in 37 years of coaching was 726-336 (.684).  That included a 138-66 mark at Calhoun.  At the time of his retirement…at age 60…he was the 4th winningest coach in Kentucky High School history.
JOCK SUTHERLAND:  coached at Gallatin County and Harrison County for a total of ten years; then Madisonville; went to Lexington Lafayette (his alma mater) for one year (1968); spent a couple of years as assistant to C. M. Newton at Alabama (1969 & 1970); and the rest (1971-1979) back at Lexington Lafayette where he won a state championship in his last season.  Later was the longtime colorman for University of Louisville basketball radio broadcasts.  Inducted into KY Athletic Hall of Fame Sep 13, 1999.  Born 1928.

PETE WALDROP:  had been an assistant to C. G. Sherrill and took over when the latter passed away.  Later taught for a long time in the Calloway County school system.  He introduced himself to me at a Madisonville at Calloway County football game in 1988 and bet me I wouldn’t know who he was.  He lost.

C. G. SHERRILL:  coached at Dixon from 1951-1954; at Providence 1955 & 1956; then to Madisonville until his death.  During the 1962-63 season, C.G. Sherrill died of a heart attack (December 30th.)  His place was taken by assistant Pete Waldrop, who stayed through 1966.

HISTORY OF MADISONVILLE BASKETBALL PLAYING VENUES

The following is a description of the Madisonville Maroons’ home basketball courts throughout their history...written by sports editor Hall Allen of the Messenger in February, 1937:



“As long as the gymnasium was allowed to remain in the old YMCA building,


they played there in the chicken-coop affair that passed for a basketball court.


With the passing of that floor, sometime after the YMCA was turned into a


hospital, they had the Armory on the 3rd floor of the Dulin Store for the


gymnasium.  In the armory they always played to standing room only...for there


were no seats.  Back in 1923, or one of the years on either side of it, the Maroons


moved into Higym.”

     Harold Utley of the Hopkins County Historical Society and Bob Simmons, a city councilman and longtime broadcaster both said “the old YMCA building” was on the Southwest corner of South Main and Sugg Streets. Harold added, “When the Y ceased to be used, the building became Madisonville Hospital.  When the Hopkins County Hospital was built and opened February 1, 1939 the Y building became the Doctor's Building.  The building was so severely damaged by the May 1961 tornado that it was torn down.”

     Both men also said the Dulin Store had become the location of the Madisonville Public Library when it was on Main Street...across from the Courthouse...and that the third floor was undergoing renovation as of the summer of 2005.

     Higym was the name given the gymnasium at the Seminary Street location of Madisonville High School.

     On February 18, 1937, the new gymnasium at Browning Springs opened with a regular season game against Earlington.  Hall Allen described it as a 2,200 seat venue with no balcony; and that all the seats extended from the playing floor in tiers.  When I arrived in Madisonville in 1974, there was a 10-12 foot wall surrounding the playing floor...with all of the seats in a U-shaped balcony.  A stage was at the end of the court.

     Both Harold Utley (the historian) and Bob Simmons (who first saw the gym in 1960) said they thought that the current configuration must have been the original; neither knew of any huge remodeling project.  I wonder if it were possible for bleachers to have originally been built from the edges of the floor up to the top of the wall... and that sometime those bleachers on floor were torn out.  As I recall, there was quite a bit of room from the sidelines to the wall all the way around.  There were very few gyms of that era that didn’t have bleachers that came all the way to the edge of the floor:  the game was much slower-paced; pressing defenses were few; teams sat on the first row of bleachers (usually on the side;) and the need for space along the sidelines and endlines was almost nil.  Interesting.

     The broadcast position was a “crows nest” above the floor near the centerline.  To get to it, you went straight up the wall on a ship’s ladder, then turned and walked on a narrow catwalk high over the bleachers to the booth.  To see the near side of the floor, you had to lean over the edge of the booth and look straight down.  I was told that Madisonville’s legendary broadcaster Elmer Kelly wouldn’t bother to lean over when play was on that sideline…just made up the action for the benefit of the listeners.  I never tried to get to that nest--not even sure it still existed when I got there.  The ships ladder was there, as I recall.

     Madisonville-North Hopkins High School (complete with gymnasium) on Highway 41 North opened for the 1968-69 school year.  The broadcast position for both Madisonville stations was on the “home” side of the gym…on the top row of the balcony.  Either my second or third year there (1975 or 1976) I convinced somebody that it was in our best interests to broadcast from floor level…on the home side of the court.  At the time, we were next to the official scorer’s table...though several years later the scorers’ table was moved to the visitors’ side.
