Central; started South Hopkins ‘90-91.  Moved into administration in 1997.
DARRYL TRAVIS:
starting center his senior year at Lyon County 1980.  Head coach at Green County from 1994 



through ’97.
CHAD BURGETT:
starting forward his senior year at South Hopkins in 1990; was at Dawson Springs as assistant to 



Terry Hayes for one year, then head coach for three...starting ‘96-97 (46-34 overall) 13-14, 12-14, 


and 21-6.

MATT BELL:  
had been an assistant at Hopkins County Central since the school opened in 1997;




was head coach at Webster County for 3 years (2003-2005;) back to HCC as head coach.
