          COACHES:

LAWRENCE McGINNIS:  a Lexington native who played football and basketball at U.K.  He captained the Wildcats basketball team as a Junior in 1929.  Coached first at Harford and took his final team there (1936) to the state tourney; took two Daviess County teams to state in his six years with the Panthers; then taught or coached at Owensboro Senior for 30 years with 7 state tourney teams and a state title in 1949 with Cliff Hagan.  1908-1987

CHARLEY COMBS:  came from Hartford H.S….where he had coached for 26 years.  He was also principal there his last few years.

RANDY EMBRY:  was Mr. Basketball at Owensboro Sr. in 1961; captain and starting guard on the U.K. team of 1965; assistant baseball coach 2 years at U.K.; then Daviess County High.  After that, coached baseball at Senior; gals basketball at Kentucky Wesleyan too in 1979 & 1980; then took over basketball at Owensboro Senior 1981-99.
DANNY BARKER:  was a starting end for the Panther football team in 1962...a star at football and basketball.  Later coached Daviess County’s basketball team.

RAY MAGGARD:  played at Lexington Henry Clay (graduated 1966); played at Eastern Washington Univ. for 3 years; coached at Pineville, Morgan County, 7 years at Trigg County (77-108), then Daviess County.  When his son graduated (& signed with Eastern Ky.), Ray resigned.  He was first an assistant...then head coach for one year (1996) at Muhlenberg North.

ALAN WALTER:  was an assistant coach at Vanderbilt 1981-87; head coach at Brescia 5 years (45-104.)
MIKE WEST:  played at Henry County H.S. and Kentucky Wesleyan

CURTIS TURLEY:
native of Marion in Crittenden County where he played; went to Northeast Alabama Jr. College for one year; then played J.V. ball at Western Kentucky.  He coached first at Berea, then Lyon County ’79-‘80; Warren Central ’81-85; started the program at Graves County & was there ‘86 & 87; Henderson County ’88-‘95; Greenwood ’96-‘97; Shelby County ’98-‘99; Daviess County ’00-‘04; Lexington Catholic ’05; out in ‘06; Louisville Manual ’07; out in ’08; Warren East in ’09; out in ’10; Collins in ’11 ; became Director of Operations for WKU Lady Hilltoppers basketball in ’12; was named an assistant coach for WKU Lady Hilltoppers basketball but resigned 11-09-12 to become coordinator for Kentucky Basketball Coaches' Hall of Fame.

CHARLEY BROUGHTON:  2nd generation coach; his father took Laurel County to the state championship in 1982 and finished his career as Apollo’s coach in 1999.  Dad’s first year at Apollo, 1991, Charley was a senior who averaged 20 ppg for the Eagles.  Charley was the gals coach at Daviess County before taking over the guys.
