Wesleyan one year; record of 75-49 in four years at Ashland (‘80-83); A.D. at Ashland in ’84; record of 17-11 as coach at Lyon County in ’85; spent his final 16 years coach at Bowling Green (1986-2001) where he had a record of 301-146.
