future major league baseball player Denny Doyle was a multi-sport star graduating in 1961--played on the state baseball championship team that year.
                    Johnny Melloan (a Munfordville/Hart County native) says:
Horse Cave.....  HC and Cave City consolidated into Caverna Independent School District.  Horse Cave had some outstanding teams in the 30s, with Ralph Dorsey being the star player.  He later became the coach and was also the head baseball coach when Caverna won the state tourney in 61.

There was a player from HC who played for the Globetrotters named Clarence Wilson.

Dero Downing was also a HC player.  He went to Western and played for
Mr. Diddle.  He then became president of WKU.  They even named an arena after him.  He still lives in BG.


In the early 50s, Caverna had some good basketball teams.  I think this was around 53-55.  The key players were:  Kenny Sidwell, a guard who went to Tennessee Tech, and brothers Joe and "Tiny" Burks.  Joe was about 6'6".  He taught P.E. in the Hart Co.
system and passed away last year.  He was a good friend of my family.  His family attended the church where I went as a child and his family remains good friends with my family.  Tiny was 6'8".  I don't know exactly what happened to him.  But I think he played college basketball somewhere in TN (maybe TN Tech) and I think he lived in TN until his death.  Joe and Tiny were nephews of Dero Downing.

The next good team was the class of 61.  They lost in the regional final in overtime to E-town Catholic.  Stars were Denny Doyle, Joe Earl Campbell, and Phil Rogers.  They were also stars of the baseball team that won the state tourney in 61.  Doyle played baseball and basketball at Morehead before a pretty solid major league career with the Phillies and the Red Sox.  I think Campbell and Rogers also played some baseball at Morehead.  Campbell played some minor league baseball before getting into the car business.  He owns Campbell Chevrolet in BG.  Rogers had a military career.

Clarence Glover came next.  He graduated in 67.  He played on WKU's final four team in 71 and was a first round pick of the Celtics.  He became an educator. He was a principal or superintendent in some school districts before retiring.  He's active with the alumni association at WKU.

Caverna had another state Tourney basketball team in 1979  The only thing I remember about that team is that they had the most extreme Afros ever. 

That should be enough since I've already told you more than I know.
