On September 7, 1922  Hall-Of-Famer Ed Diddle left Greenville High School and joined the staff at Western 
Kentucky as athletic director and coach of all sports.  He gave up his duties as head football coach in 1929, 
coached the Hilltopper baseball team through 1957, and coached the basketball team through 1964.
