TONY HOPPER:
graduated from Central City in 1972; was all-district and all-region player; went to Belmont College in Nashville; coached the C.C. gals team for 3 years; was assistant to Mike West at Daviess County for 3 years; took over at his alma mater in 1982-83.
The Golden Tide won 19 straight in the 1970 season.  Started 1984 with 15 straight wins…including Owensboro and Apollo in the first two rounds of the Owensboro Invitational…before losing to Henderson County in the title game.

Central City’s gym (which would seat 2,500) modelled after Madisonville’s at Browning Springs, opened for the 1950-51 season.
Players that first year…1911-12…were J. Bryant Lawton, Bernes Frost, Frank West, Fuqua Bennett, and Paul Frost.  The manager was Charlie Banks.

George Taylor won 14 district titles (including 1926-1932) & 8 regionals (including 1928-1932) in his 17 years.  He lost to arch-rival Greenville only once.

Delmas Gish won 11 districts and 6 regionals in his 16 years, and was named Courier-Journal Coach of the Year in 1954…when the Golden Tide won its first 35 games before losing its state tourney opening round game to the eventual champion (Inez.)
Jackie Day, former Central City player, won the district 6 times and the regional twice in his 14 years.

Wayne Divine was a star at Bremen.

(Raymond) “Corky” Withrow was the school’s all-time leading scorer.  In 4 years (1953-56) scored 3,136 points…including 1,086 his junior year.  His single game high was 53 (vs. Bremen in 1956.)  Was on the all state tournament team as a junior and senior…and was also Courier-Journal 1st team all-state both years.
