(Henderson Barrett Manual Training High School)
Through 1955, the school nickname was “Purple Flash” and the school colors were purple and gold.

Starting in 1956, they became just the “Flash” and the colors were changed to red, white and blue.



School was absorbed by Henderson County High School in the fall of 1976.

(The information below...spanning the years 1912 through 1930...came from a book that had been published in Henderson.  It was a history that ended with the year 1950.  I found several corrections to it from my work between 1931 and 1950.  I don’t know who wrote it.
