Lorell Traylor took over the head coaching duties (for football and basketball) in the fall of 1937 with Frank 
White as his assistant.  Their predecessor was W. W. ‘Bill’ White.”

Providence won the 3rd region and made it to the state quarter-finals.  They beat Daviess County 48-36 in the 
region final...Daviess County’s first loss of the year after 26 wins.  An unusual region tourney:  flood waters 
delayed the semi-finals and finals until Monday.

Providence Rosenwald was absorbed by integration consolidation.
D  
Providence won the 3rd region tourney; lost its state tourney opener.

E 
Providence (and what became the 6th district) moved from the 3rd region to the 2nd region this year as the 
entire state was re-districted.

F  
Providence was moved from the 6th to the 7th district this year.  It was an interesting move by the KHSAA.  Providence gained very little competition-wise...leaving Henderson, Union and Webster...to join Madisonville, Hopkins County Central, and Dawson Springs.  South Hopkins and West Hopkins had been dissolved...forming Hopkins County Central and leaving only three teams in the 7th district.  The move by Providence meant they joined a 3-team district, but came from a 4-team district (the 6th)...leaving only three teams there.  All this time, there were five teams in the 5th district.  A much more logical move would have had Caldwell County joining the 7th... leaving each district with four teams.  And that is exactly what happened when the KHSAA re-districted the entire state starting with the 2005-2006 season.

Aaron Etherington took over for Rick Smith as coach in December of the 2002-2003 season.

Providence moves back to 6th district with Webster County, Union County and Henderson County as part of 
state-wide redistricting.

Last year for Providence as a high school…merged with Webster County starting 2007-2008.

Todd Whitsell:  graduate of Webster County H.S.
     My original notes said that Frank White was the only football coach Providence ever had...from the 30’s through 1962...except for WWII, when football was temporarily halted. -- That apparently is not true:  a Messenger story in 1941 credited Lorell Traylor with being coach as Providence compiled a 6-3 record.
     Actually, Traylor took over in the fall of 1937 as head coach in both football and basketball...with Frank White as his assistant.  W. W. “Bill” White had been head coach (of both) before that.  W.W. White sandwiched the 1930-34 basketball seasons at Wheatcroft between stints at Providence.
     And, Bernard Brant told me (8-27-04) that he was an assistant football coach...to Paul Armstrong...in 1962 and 1963, and that football was then disbanded.

     I talked to Paul Armstrong (3-31-05) and he confirmed he was the head football coach in the fall of 1962 and 1963...and then Providence gave up the sport.  His predecessor was Joe Jake, but Paul didn’t know how long Jake had been head coach.

My own research through the Messenger day-by-day, year-by-year…said Fred Taylor was football coach in 1932 & 1933.  W.W. White was there in 1934.

In 1932, Frank White was mentioned as “athletic coach at Providence.”  Wow; figure all this out.  (
