In 1966, the entire state was re-districted
and re-regioned.  Jefferson County was
given two regions instead of one, and
much of the state was shifted.  The Webster, Union and Henderson County schools were moved to Region Two from Region Three.

     *Henderson won the very first “unofficial” state tournament...in 1916.

     In 1918 the KHSAA took over management of the event...and records from that point on became “official”.
Prior to 1936, the regions
were radically different.
