Madisonville’s 2nd all-time leading scorer is Jim Mitchell, a 5’9 guard who scored 2,120 points in four

years as a starter (111 games.)  He graduated in 1953.  As an 8th grader, he had scored some 500 points at
Drakesboro High…where he was named all district and all region, though his team lost its region opener.

He signed a baseball contract with the White Sox out of high school, but then changed his mind & got married instead.  In those days, you couldn’t be a professional in one sport and an amateur in another so he never played college ball.    He did later coach basketball...including three years at South Hopkins in the mid-60’s.
Frank Ramsey scored approximately 1,275 points in some 90 games from 1946-49.
Mr. Ramsey is enshrined in the Kentucky High School Basketball Hall of Fame;

in the College Basketball Hall of Fame as a Kentucky Wildcat;

and in the Professional Basketball Hall of Fame from the Boston Celtics.
