



Madisonville All-Time Records:
   Longest Winning Streaks
24 straight:  beginning of 1960.  Actually lost 13th game to Christian County 68-57, but a month later Jim Mohon, who had scored 34, was declared ineligible and C.C. had to forfeit 20 wins...including the Madisonville game.  Maroons officially a 2-0 winner.  Lost next-to-last regular season game at Greenville 51-50; then lost to Earlington Million in district final 70-51 at home, and lost regional final to Hopkinsville Attucks 62-54 in a game at Crittenden County.  Finished 30-3.

23 straight:  end of 2019.  Broken by Warren Central 66-62 in state quarter-finals; finished 30-6.

20 straight:  end of 1989.  Broken by Marshall Co. 69-66 in state quarter-finals; finished 30-5.

19 straight:  beginning of 1948.  Won region; finished 29-3.

17 straight:  middle of 1988 season.  Broken in OT at Marshall Co. in regular season finale; finished 29-4.

17 straight:  beginning of 1984.  Broken at Owensboro; one of two long win-streaks this year.

16 straight:  end of 1953.  Lost state opener; finished 27-3.  Jim Mitchell’s senior year.

15 straight:  end of 1984.  Broken in state tourney semi-final by Logan Co.; finished 32-2...school’s best ever.

15 straight:  end of 2001.  Broken in state tourney opener by Louisville Fairdale.  Finished 28-4.
At the conclusion of the 1989 season, Madisonville had won 51 straight home games...and 101 of 106.  Last home loss before the 51-game streak was to Michael Gray and Caldwell County in 1987 (the night I got sick.)

Madisonville lost its home opener in the 1990 season and finished 9-3 in Maroon Gym that year.
