In 1937, when “new” Maroon Stadium opened behind the high school on West Center Street, Messenger sports editor Hall Allen wrote a story on the history of Maroon football--including their playing fields and their head coaches.  He called it “an oft-told story”...as if he were giving the information off the top of his head.  Occasionally when he (and his successors) did that, “facts” were not exact.  But, in this case, it’s by far the best info I have.


The Madisonville Maroons have had seven different playing fields:


1.
a field on the SW corner of Main and Noel

the fairgrounds on West Noel

(the adjoining North Hopkins High had opened in 1968 while the




football team continued to play at the West Center Street stadium)

One addendum to the above, Jim Griesch wrote in 1982:


“An article in the 1911 Hustler (newspaper) talked on playing games


   on ‘Hi Field’, which must have been located at Waddill School.”

Interestingly, the gym at Seminary Street school was called “Higym” when the

Maroons last played there.  How long it was referred to that way, I don’t know.

Most of the above list was written “off the top of his head” (obviously) in a September, 1937 article.  That story also said that the 1909 and 1921 teams were called “champions.”  In 1921, they tied Morganfield; and in a playoff, lost by a touchdown.  They were in a four-way tie for the “state championship” that year:  Madisonville, Morganfield, Manual and Male.  Madisonville had tied Morganfield, and Manual had tied Male.  Interestingly enough, Jim Griesch’s records for that year listed a 7-7 tie between Madisonville and Manual (as well as the 0-0 tie with Morganfield)...so I’m not sure who-all tied whom.  Griesch’s list did not include the playoff game.
HOWEVER, in the story about the post-season football banquet Dec. 3, 1934, Hall Allen (who in pre-season said Sam Pollock was a former Maroons coach) said Pollock was Madisonville’s coach in 1924, 1925, and 1926.  He had covered Madisonville football in 1924 and ’25…but not again until 1934.  Somehow he managed to leave Pollock out of the list of coaches when he wrote the 1937 story…which is unimaginable from this perspective.
