a     1988     First year in new stadium at the school.  Previously they had shared Daviess County’s “Reid Stadium”.
Starting in 2007

schools were divided into six classes (instead of 4) increasing the number of playoff teams to 192

Starting in 1991

4 teams from each district qualified for the post-season instead of 2…increasing the number of playoff teams to 128

Starting in 1987

there were 4 regions/8 districts in each of the four classes with 2 playoff

teams per district…increasing the number of playoff teams from 51 to 64

Starting in 1975

there were 4 classes instead of 3

BOB BUTLER:  played at Madisonville, the University of Kentucky, and briefly in the pros

FRED HAMBURG:  played at Daviess County (1968) and at the University of Kentucky

DOUG MOORE:
from Paoli, Indiana; played at Morehead State; ass’t. 2 years at Jeffersontown; ass’t. 6 years 


at Louisville Trinity; ass’t 1 year at Somerset; then Apollo

GEORGE “CHIP” CARPENTER:
from Bowling Green H.S. (’73); was an offensive guard at Western Kentucky 





ass’t. 6 years at Barren County High; then Apollo

JIM TINIUS:
graduated from Clarksville Providence H.S., Indiana; played at Western Kentucky (graduated 1979); 

ass’t. 2 years at Allen Co.-Scottsville; ass’t. H.S. coach in Ft. Worth, Texas for 3 years; running 


backs coach at West. KY for 4 years; head coach at Allen Co.-Scottsville for 4 years; then Apollo

DAN GOOCH:
played at Hancock County and Morehead State; 2 years with the USFL Birmingham 



Stallions; while playing pro ball (the USFL played its games in the spring) helped establish 


program at Ky. Wesleyan ’83 and ’84; ass’t. coach at Peru State in Nebraska 1 year; 



Princeton, Indiana 2 years; Morehead State 2 years; helped start program at Muhlenberg 



North 2 years; first head coaching job Muhlenberg South 3 years; then Apollo.  His older 



brother Tim also played football...at U.K.
