CALDWELL COUNTY  “Tigers”
The school is located just north of Princeton on Highway 91.

Caldwell County opened in the fall of 1952 by taking some students from each Fredonia and Princeton; was
known derisively by some as “Hillbilly High School”.  For the first two years, the Princeton Butler “Tigers”
and the Caldwell County “Cubs” co-existed.  In the fall of 1954, the two schools merged and the nickname
“Tigers” was transferred to Caldwell County H.S.  Before that merger, Caldwell County did not play football.

Cobb H.S. had become part of Princeton Butler in fall of 1946.

Princeton Dotson was added to CCHS through integration consolidation in the fall of 1963.

Fredonia was absorbed in the fall of 1972.
