In the Beginning 

This account from the Wednesday, Oct. 17, 1912 edition of The Kentucky Advocate, as researched by Danville alumnus Stuart Critchfield, is the oldest known record of Danville High School football: 

Big Victory 

The Danville High School defeated the Lancaster High School on Cheek Field yesterday afternoon in an interesting game of football. The final score was 14 to 0 in favor of the local team. Mannini and Veatch starred for High School. A return game will probably be played in Lancaster in the near future. 

This is the Danville team’s first game, and they acquitted themselves with honor.
