In the summer of ’04, Tom Duffy, Jr. (“Duffer”) was named head coach...with his father staying on as assistant
OBBIE TODD:  a former Henderson City star, he was the first coach at Henderson County…and was assisted both years by Mojo Hollowell.  Obbie’s son (also named Obbie) was a star for the Colonels in the early ‘70’s.
RON FINLEY:  went to Russell County for a little over a decade, then on to Campbellsville University in the late ‘80’s
RANDY REESE:  from Cincinnati (Norwood H.S.); went to Marietta (O.) College; coached for 2 years each at 2 different Ohio high schools and 1 year assistant at Ohio University; from 1975-78 was head coach at Ludlow H.S. in Kentucky & won a Class A championship; from 1979-86 was head coach at Paris H.S. winning 2 state AA titles; then Henderson; resigned under fire after the 1993 season and took over at Warren East.
TOM DUFFY:  native of Philadelphia; played at the University of Kentucky--graduated in 1971; assistant coach 2 years at Clark County; assistant 2 years at Villanova; assistant 3 years at Pennsylvania; head coach 8 years (’80-’87) at Danville H.S. in Kentucky winning two state titles; head coach 6 years (’88-’93) at Ft. Thomas Highlands winning two AAA state titles; his overall head-coaching record heading to Henderson was 136-37; in 10 years with the Colonels he was 78-41.

TOM DUFFY, JR. (“Duffer”):  played for his father--quarterback & defensive back at Henderson County--final season 1995; played at Ohio University--final season 2000; assistant coach to his father at Henderson 2001-2003; just before the 2004 season, Duffer was promoted to head coach and father stepped down to become an assistant.

MOJO HOLLOWELL (James Robert):  outstanding guard at Henderson City High--






     made all conference as a sophomore,






     all state as a junior, and






     All Southern as a senior;



played at the University of Louisville--his senior year Johnny Unitas was a freshman;

was 156-75-5 in his two stints (and 21 total years) at Henderson County 1957-66 and 1976-86;

was 20-29-1 at Indianapolis Marshall from 1967-71;

was 32-9-1 at Union County from 1972-75;

(was the offensive coordinator for Bob Louden at Madisonville in 1987;) and

was 97-59 at Owensboro Catholic from 1988-2000.

His final record of 285-158-6 left him as the 2nd winningest coach in KY high school history.

(The wins at an out-of-state school don’t count toward the KHSAA record.)

He was fired by the Owensboro Catholic school principal just 7 wins shy of the all-time record in Kentucky.

Mojo’s birthday:  9-3-28.  He passed away July 6, 2010.
Starting in 2007

schools were divided into six classes (instead of 4) increasing the number of playoff teams to 192

Starting in 1991

4 teams from each district qualified for the post-season instead of 2…increasing the number of playoff teams to 128

Starting in 1987

there were 4 regions/8 districts in each of the four classes with 2 playoff

teams per district…increasing the number of playoff teams from 51 to 64

Starting in 1975

there were 4 classes instead of 3
