


LEXINGTON BRYAN STATION  “Defenders”
Bryan Station was reduced to grades 1-9 after the 1938-39 school year.  Students grades 10-12 from Bryan Station and from grades 7-12 at Picadome went together to make up a new school--Lafayette High--starting in the fall of 1939.
Then, in the fall of 1958, Bryan Station High School re-opened with students coming from Athens High (which closed) and part of Lafayette.
