HISTORY OF HENRY CLAY HIGH SCHOOL

     In 1904, the Lexington School Board opened a four-year high school at the southeast corner of Walnut and Short Streets in the Morton Building and named it Morton High School.  A new building for  a three-year high school was built in 1918 at Fourth and Limestone Streets, and the high school was moved and renamed Lexington High School.

     In 1928, a new high school was built at the corner of Main and Walton.  The name was changed to Henry Clay High School in honor of the statesman whose home was nearby.  In the dedicatory address, George Bain said the school would be like a rich sapphire set in pure gold…hence the school colors of Blue and Gold.

     Henry Clay has operated at its present site on the corner of Fontaine and Lakeshore since 1970.


     Henry Clay (1777-1852,) for whom the school is named, spent two decades in the U.S. congress as a Senator and Representative.  He served as Speaker of the House and Secretary of State, and was an unsuccessful candidate for President three times.  He became known  as the “Great Compromiser” for forging the Comnpromise of 1850, which delayed The War Between The States for a decade.






JOHN G. HEBER

     Henry Clay High School is very proud of John G. Heber, for whom Heber Field is named.  Mr. Heber began teaching and coaching in 1923 at the old Lexington High School, the forerunner of Henry Clay.  He coached basketball until 1946, football until 1958, and track until his retirement in 1964…as well as serving as athletic director.  His football teams compiled a record of 188-72-21.  His basketball teams were 310-162.  In 1954 Henry Clay renamed the old Cassidy Field in honor of Mr. Heber, and with the opening of the new football facilities in 1972, the new field was named in his honor.
