Even though the KHSAA went from four to six classes in football this year, the Aces remained 2-A.

DON NETOSKIE:  later was head coach for 6 years (’77-82) at Owensboro Senior

TERRY CLARK:  won a 2-A state championship (over Madisonville) in 1971 at Lexington Bryan Station

FRED GIBSON:  had been offensive coordinator for Dennis Sexton at Madisonville before going to O. Cath.

JIM WILSON:  graduated from Evansville Rex Mundi ’67; Murray State ’71; ass’t at O. Cath. ’71-75; head coach there in ’76; ass’t again in ’77 & ’78 (while he tried to establish a sporting goods store;) back as head coach at O. Cath. ’79-87; (record at O.C. 54-50;) then to D.C. as ass’t in ’88 & ’89; and head coach  in 1990.
MOJO HOLLOWELL (James Robert):  outstanding guard at Henderson City High--





     made all conference as a sophomore,





     all state as a junior, and






     All Southern as a senior;


played at the University of Louisville--his senior year Johnny Unitas was a freshman;
was 156-75-5 in his two stints (and 21 total years) at Henderson County 1957-66 and 1976-86;
was 20-29-1 at Indianapolis Marshall from 1967-71;
was 32-9-1 at Union County from 1972-75;
(was the offensive coordinator for Bob Louden at Madisonville in 1987;) and
was 97-59 at Owensboro Catholic from 1988-2000.
His final record of 285-158-6 left him as the 2nd winningest coach in KY high school history at the time.
(The wins at an out-of-state school don’t count toward the KHSAA record.)
He was fired by the school principal just 7 wins shy of the all-time record in Kentucky.
Mojo’s birthday:  9-3-28.  He passed away July 6, 2010.
