Paducah’s football (and basketball?) coach from 1921 - 1924 was Lawrence Sullivan, who proposed “The Little Ten” Conference...fore-runner of the Western Kentucky Conference.
1921 was the first year of “Augusta Tilghman High School.”  When the new school was built in 1956, it was re-named “Paducah Tilghman.”
Rice Mountjoy took over in 1942 when Ralph McRight signed to be a coach at the University of Kentucky.  Almost immediately he was called into the service instead for WWII.

McRight, who had coached previously for six years at Hopkinsville, had an overall record was 155-47-8 at Paducah.  He died of a heart attack in January, 1962.

native of Pineville; EKU grad; assistant at Corbin 1963; assistant at Bryan Station 1964 & 65; head coach at Bryan Station 1966-69 going 7-4, 9-1-1, 8-2-1 and 12-1…losing state final to Elizabethtown in his last game in Lexington.  If memory serves he spent a year at Morehead State as an assistant for one year after Tilghman.  Took over at Bowling Green in ’84 and stayed through ’95…then was head coach at Cumberland College.
PERRY THOMAS
graduate of Lexington Henry Clay; volunteer ass’t in 1986 and ass’t coach in ’87 at Allen County-Scottsville; ass’t at Campbellsville 1988-91; head coach at Campbellsville 1992-99 with a record of 63-33; then Paducah.  In 2008, became head coach at Campbellsville University.

RANDY WYATT
former star player at Tilghman; very successful track coach at his alma mater while serving as offensive coordinator and quarterback coach in previous years

     The high school received its name from Augusta Tilghman, the wife of General Lloyd Tilghman, an officer in the Confederate Army. In 1919 as a memorial to their parents, the sons of General Tilghman erected a statue of their father in Paducah, and gave the city $20,000 to buy a site for a high school in memory of their mother. That site was located on Murrell Boulevard between Clark and Adams Streets. As a result Augusta Tilghman High School was opened September 19, 1921, replacing the former Paducah High School.

     Paducah Tilghman High School is now located at 2400 Washington Street. The current school was built at a cost of $3.5 million dollars and opened in 1965. It is located on a 23 acre site. The auditorium seats 1,700. The campus also occupies The Paducah Area Vocational Technical School.

     The Blue Tornado Football team plays it's games at McRight Field (capacity 8,500), on the Tilghman campus.
     PTHS has won state titles in 1973 and 1985, with runner-up finishes in 1980, 1987-1989, and 1992. The football program has produced two Kentucky Mr. Football award winners, Kurt Barber in 1987 and Billy Jack Haskins in 1992.

During the 2007 season, Tilghman won it's 700th football game to become just the fourth team in Kentucky to do so. It now has a total of 704 wins total entering the 2009 season. Tilghman has fielded a football team since 1904 with an overall record of 704-286-25.
