media outlets…including The Mountain Poll from Eastern Kentucky and another by the Paducah Sun.

claimed the mythical state title designation in various years, and some of them are also listed below.

In 1932, no fewer than five different schools claimed the mythical state championship:


Ashland (coach Paul Jenkins--5,) Danville (coach Rice Mountjoy--5,) Paducah Tilghman (Phil Bevarly--2,)


Murray (coach Ty Holland--3,) and Harlan.

“The Athlete”, published for the first time in the 1938-39 school year, had a picture of Manual’s 1938 team on the cover of the January, 1939 edition and proclaimed them “Mythical National High School Champions.”

Ashland claimed the “national title” in 1931.  Through the 1931 season, it hadn’t lost since Nov. 11, 1925 and hadn’t lost to a Kentucky team since Nov. 11, 1922.  They had 47 shut-outs in the last 7 years; won 31 straight since their last tie; record over the last 7 years: 63-4-1.  The four losses were actually scoreless games that the oppostion “won” by having better statistics.  During that time they outscored the opposition 2119-123.  At the end of the 1927 season, Jimmy Anderson resigned to coach the basketball team and be Junior High principal.  Paul Jenkins took over in 1928.

According to John Wright, “duPont Manual”, the official name of the school, claimed a mythical national championship in 1925, again in 1938, and a mythical state championship as well in 1948.
